#1 – APPROVE SEQR NEGATIVE DECLARATION FOR DUNKIN’ DONUTS  

        PROJECT – HN-04-67
By Flaitz/Foreman:


RESOLVED, that in accordance with the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQR), the Common Council of the City of Hornell hereby designates itself to serve as lead agency to coordinate the environmental review of the following activity to be undertaken within the City:

· Provision of an economic development loan to assist an entrepreneur to establish a Dunkin’ Donuts Shop in the Hornell Plaza.



In its capacity as lead agency, the Common Council has caused to be prepared an environmental assessment of the significance of and potential environmental impact of this project. The Common Council hereby accepts the environmental assessment of this project, prepared by Stuart I. Brown Associates, Inc. The Common Council further declares that, based on the environmental assessment which has been prepared, it finds that the project will result in no significant damage to the environment. Therefore, the Common Council has determined that an Environmental Impact Statement will not be required and hereby issues a Negative Declaration under SEQR for each project.

ON THE QUESTION: Mayor Hogan said the Dunkin’ Donuts business is being established at significant cost, with the property costing more than $250,000 and construction and equipment to cost more than $1 million. The City of Hornell and Steuben Trust Co. are working together to assemble a package of financing for the business, according to the mayor. The proposed aid is under review and will come back before the Common Council if the project is deemed feasible, the mayor said. It is hoped that construction could begin this year, with the business ready to open in Spring 2005.

NEW & UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

· Mayor Hogan noted that aldermen had a report from Clerk Roberts on a conference on cable television that the clerk recently attended. After the mayor noted that the city’s franchise agreement with Time Warner may be up for a five-year review, Alderman Hogan asked what would happen if it were not renewed. Mayor Hogan replied, “It doesn’t mean a thing. You have lost local control of TV, of utilities.” Alderman Koehler urged the City of Hornell to investigate what it would do to switch Hornell from the Elmira cable market to the Rochester cable market, which the mayor said could be begun; but both Mayor Hogan and Alderman Hogan said their experience show that many residents do not care which cable market they are in. Alderwoman Shepard asked Clerk Roberts for further clarifications on the converters needed for analog television sets to accept digital signals.
